When planning, I incorporate the use of ICT in achieving curriculum goals.


	For that reason, I planned a unit consisting of 6 lessons in which the students were required to individually use digital cameras to take photos of insects, insert photos into a word document, create an insect chart, use website programs to design their own insect, investigate how to join materials together for construction, build their insect, photograph their work and reflect on their work.
When planning the unit on Creating an Insect, I incorporated the use of digital cameras so the students could explore nature and find insects in their natural habitat.
